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Whether it’s to find that
obscure band that no one has
ever heard of, buy that song
that has recently become
the flavor of the week or
simply to find another hole
to pour money into, a lot of
college students download
music. And buying music,
either through a legal source
or not, can get expensive,
and sometimes frustrating
when the service consistently
doesn’t carry the particular
genre that the buyers are
looking for.

So what service is the
best? What service is the
cheapest? What service is
bound to have every CD ever
recorded?

Four services were studied
by The Daily Gamecock —
Napster, iTunes, GoMusic.
ru and LimeWire — for
inventory, price and legality.

Inventory, or what is
available, is an important
aspect of any download
service.

Looking through 18
albums from six genres,
rock/metal, mainstream,
hip-hop, indie, country,
and electronica/dance/
techno, can give a decent
representation of a service’s
inventory.

Napster had a good
selection all-around, though
there were a couple of albums
that weren’t available, and
only a portion of Daft Punk’s
album Discovery could be
purchased.

I'Tunes and GoMusic had
fantastic selections, with
exception of country music,
which both services lacked,
but practically anything can
be found on LimeWire.

Price is important,
especially to college students
who generally don’t have a

lot of money to spend on
music.

From a price perspective,
LimeWire is the best choice
because it’s free, though it
recently released LimeWire
Pro, which costs a little bit of
money to download.

GoMusic is a tempting
choice because the CDs are
high-quality mp3 downloads
for about $1 to $3 per
album.

Napster and iTunes prices
are almost equal, running
about $10 per album, but
iTunes is consistently 4
cents more expensive than
Napster.

Each service has its good
points and pitfalls.

LimeWire and GoMusic
are illegal.

Napster has a good
service, and Napster To Go
is a decent idea, but has its
flaws. Napster To Go offers
unlimited downloads for $15
a month, but does not allow
burning of downloaded
tracks without paying $1
per track, and as soon as
the service is canceled all
tracks are deleted from the
computer.

ITunes also has good
service, but certain problems
are hard to fix.

While it seems that
LimeWire and GoMusic
have the cheapest prices,
from a legality standpoint,

these are the worst choices.
LimeWire is illegal because
it takes copyrighted material
and gives it away without
permission.

Although the program
itself is not illegal,
downloading copyrighted
material is, even the copy
of LimeWire Pro that costs
money to download pays
the people who designed the
program.

GoMusic is illegal because
downloads come from
Russia, which does not obey
the United States’ copyright
laws. Meaning that any
money spent on music
does not go to the artists,
but instead it goes into

the pocket of the Russian
copyright office.

Though, of course, these
aren’t the only download
services available.

Microsoft recently released
Zunes, Wal-Mart has a music
download service, eMusic is
an online download service
that offers monthly payment
plans for a set number of
downloads, MySpace plans to
release a music downloading
service by the end of the
year, and even a new service
called Spiralfrog is going
to be released sometime in
December which will offer
free, legal downloads, but
with a lot of advertisements.

There isn’t one specific
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service that can definitely
be called the best available
— every service has it’s good
points and bad spots. It’s all
left up to personal choice.

Be careful when selecting
your service that you won’t
regret it down the road. It’s
no fun to spend money on
songs that you won't be able
to use later.

Free trials are a great
way of getting a feel for a
particular service, so use
them to your best advantage,
and always look into the
legality and terms of service
before downloading.

Black box play proves hit

“This Lime Tree Bower’ mixes monologues, heavy plot to engage audience

The lights come up on a
black box stage set as what
seems to be a pub, seated
in which are three very
different characters.

This is Conor
McPherson’s “This Lime
Tree Bower,” which ran
Thursday through Sunday
at USC’s Lab Theatre.

Through a series of
insightful monologues
that grab the audience
and involve them in the
story and emotions,
the characters’ lives and
the stories they tell are
elaborately intertwined.

Directed by theatre
professor Stephen Berwind
and starring two USC
undergrad students, “This
Lime Tree Bower” proved
to be a whirlwind story of
truth and lies, good and bad
that was tied together with
a nice bit of cursing on the
side.

The play tells the story
of three men — Joe, the
young and naive one

(played by first-year student
Travis White); Frank, his
hard-working, confident
older brother (played by

third-year advertising and
theatre student Pressly
Coker); and Ray, their
sister’s sleazy, professor
boyfriend (played by local
actor Arik Bjorn).

Each man speaks to the

audience, elaborating on
everything from botched
friendships and growing
up to one-night stands and
robberies. All three search
for a little bit of purpose in
the world, but they come to

realize, as the play winds
down and the stories become
tied together, that really
their place in the world is
taking each day as it comes.

Opening night’s
performance, proved to

be very entertaining.
The acting was fresh and
involved, and didn’t seem
over-rehearsed, despite
the lengthy monologues.
According to Coker, it was
one of his favorite plays he’d
ever done.

“With a black box
theatre and a play that
is all monologues, it’s
really refreshing to
break past that ‘fourth
wall’ you encounter
with most plays,”
Coker said. “Usually,
you have very little
audience emotion to
play off of, and so it
lacks it motivation. It
was very rewarding
to be able to speak
directly to the audience
and get their reaction
first-hand.”

The Lab Theatre’s next
production, “On the Verge,”
runs Nov. 17-19.
